A motion to approve minutes from December 8, 2011 was made by Brian Mattei, seconded by Walt Emerle.

Updates

CAP Center – Randee reported they are working closely with WIB on the Career Resource Event scheduled for February 10, 9:00 a.m.-1:00 p.m.  Career workshops will be held February 3 at the College.  The College is hosting a vendor event for Health Informatics Technology grant on January 12th.    Randee reported GCC hosts a regional Guidance Counselors meeting and she is putting together an agenda, she would like to know who would like to speak to the counselors to provide overview of what we offer.  
Labor – John reported IBEW application process started this month, they have received over 500 applications, close to 40  will be accepted.   Walt reported they are looking at contracts for upcoming year and making sure the workforce will be prepared i.e. certifications, & up to date on new OSHA regulations.  Walt anticipates work to pick up as well.  
SBA – Carol reported SBA is an association of union contractors that negotiates contracts with the unions.  Cement Mason is only contract ready to expire, the others do not expire until 2013.

Thorofare One Stop – Dan reported they continue to see a large number of clients.  The new GA initiative continues to keep staff busy. State will be at the One Stop for monitoring on January 19 & 20 to monitor Wagner Peyser.
BRC – Brenda reported a positive recruitment was held December 16 for Protocol Staffing.  They were looking for CNA’s; however, it was not well attended.  Brenda stated she was informed that a New England employer is interested in recruiting DGI employees; however, they would have to relocate to New Hampshire.  Ambrogi Foods is would like to hire through the WorkPays2 Program.   Brenda will contact Mary Weidler.   The Talent Network group meeting will be in Swedesboro for a meeting.  They are trying to develop project for Transportation, Logistics, & Distribution.  They would like to put together an employer advisory committee with a cross section of small, mid-size & large companies involved.  Brenda introduced David Kline who is the new BRC representative for Camden County.  
GCC – Allen reported NJBIA will offer free computer training for employees working minimum of 20 hours per week, they offer open enrollment classes at the college,  they also offer free on-site classes to employers if they have at least 10 people signed up.  GCC is offering intro course to logistics, however it is full at this time.  They are looking at a logistics certificate program from The American Society of Transportation & Logistics.  The Plant Executive Lunch will be January 12, 12:00 p.m. at the Holiday Inn.  The College will be a TWIC card testing site, waiting for additional certifications.
Ken reported the Advanced Manufacturing team has identified the glass manufacturing area as one of the employer groups & they have already had meetings.  
Joe reported the Business First Committee, which was a sub-committee of this committee, has been disbanded since most members sit on both Apprenticeship & Business First.
