Hosea reported on article related to WIA.  There is congressional representative that has proposed drastic changes to the Workforce Development concept/process.  The proposal asks for elimination of CBO participation and educational institution participation along with drastic funding cuts.

BRC – Brenda reported on site business visits continue with WIB staff.  Steven’s Transportation, located in Voorhees, is looking to hire from Gloucester County to work their bus routes in the Gloucester County area.  A positive recruitment will be held December 16th for Protocal Staffing, they are looking to hire CNA’s.  A company called FIS, which is a talent acquisition group, left message they have 30 new positions in West Deptford.  No other information is available at this time.  Jobs4Jersey will be holding a webinar on December 16.  Business called DGI Services located in Swedesboro, announced they will be closing, approximately 600 employees will be losing their jobs.
